He received his
priestly ordination on June 25,
1989. He obtained a B.A. and
M.A. in History, Geography
and Philosophy from London
University. After his ordination,
he exercised his ministry as
Vice-rector and teacher at Maua
Seminary (1989-1992); then
for four years he was Rector in
the same Seminary up to 1999
when he was elected Provincial
Minister of the Province of
Tanzania. At the same time, he
was President of the Capuchin
Conference for East Africa
(EACC); he was also President
of the Association of Religious
Superiors of Tanzania (R.S.A.T.).

M anaus (Brazil) : Six Capuchin Poor Clares “Sacramentarie” arrived on the
outskirts of Manaus : two are from Mexico and four from the Philippenes.
This decision was taken to commemorate the 25th anniversary of the presence of
the “Sacramentarie” Poor Clares in the Asian Archipelago where they had arrived
25 years ago from Mexico. They wanted to enrich the local church by having two
sisters from the original monastery. At Manaus there are already ten girls who
would like to join them and start the way in their special consecration to God. In
the whole of the Amazones, there is only one monastery of contemplative sisters:
the Benedictines of Itacoicara. The Capuchin Poor Clares have two monasteries:
one in Flores da Cunha (Rio Grande do Sul) and the other in Macapa, the capital
city of the State of Amapo.
